Discarded library materials resulting from the periodic review of
the collection by the library staff in cooperation with the teaching
faculty shall be disposed of in the manner determined most apptopriate
by the Head Librarian in consultation with the Library Committee:

(1) Physically discarded

(2) Given to instructors for office use
(3) Given to students

(4) Sold in book sales

(5) Sold to vendors

(6) Given to other schools or institutions

(7) Given to charitable organizations
